Instructions:

1.) Find a news article relating to Chemistry.  It must be from a news source- a magazine, newspaper, science journal, internet news source, etc.   Clip it out or print it (the ENTIRE article).  READ the article.
2.) Handwrite a one-page summary (at least 150 words) of the article in your own words.  DO NOT COPY THE ARTICLE OR RECOPY VARIOUS SENTENCES UNTIL YOU HAVE A FULL PAGE.  Be sure to choose an article that is longer than 2 paragraphs in order to be able to write enough about it. 

3.) Write a responsive paragraph (at least 50 words) that includes the following:

a. Explain the importance/impact that this event has had to the people on earth.
b. Explain how the article relates to chemistry 
c. Why it was of interest to you.

4.) Turn in to me your one page summary, your one paragraph response and a copy of the article on the due dates below.  Late papers will lose 10 points per day up to 3 days.  After that, the highest grade that can be earned will be a 50.  I will not accept late articles one week past the original due date.  

  You are Responsible for turn in dates, even if I forget to remind you.  They will not change unless special circumstances arise.  At that time, I will decide what is most appropriate.
